OVERVIEW
Copra and Cocoa Production (refer to Table 1.1)!

o Copra production figures for June quarter
2022 increased in volume by 2,857 tonnes over the
previous quarter. It also increased by 35% from
3,744 tonnes to 5,044 tonnes over the June quarter of
2021.

o Copra producers’ price per tonne increase
by 12% over the previous quarter. It also increases
by 3% in the June quarter of 2022 over the
corresponding quarter of 2021.

o Cocoa production in volume increased by
412 tonnes over the previous quarter. However it
decreased in the June quarter of 2022 compared to
the June quarter of 2021 by 45%. In value, cocoa
production increased by 61 tonnes over the previous

quarter but it decreased by 49% over the
corresponding quarter of 2021.
o Cocoa producer’s price per tonne reduce by

4% in the June quarter of 2022 compared to the
previous quarter and also decreased by 6%
compared to the same period of 2021 from VT
160,319 per tonne to VT 150,515 per tonne.

Cattle Production (refer to Table 1.2)

e The total number of cattle heads slaughtered in
June quarter 2022 increase by 4% over the
previous quarter and also it increased by 3%
over the same quarter of the previous year.

Trade Deficit (refer to Table 6.1)

e Vanuatu’s trade deficit stood at VT 7,722
million for June quarter 2022. The deficit
improved by 2% over the previous quarter but it
deteriorate by 13% when compared to the
corresponding period in 2021.

Domestic Exports (refer to Tables 6.1 and 6.2)

e In June quarter 2022, provisional figures in
domestic export (excluding re-exports) earnings
increased by 36% or VT 630 million over the
same quarter of the previous year. The increase
was attributed to the increase in exports of kava
by VT 744 million, fish by VT 42 million, beef
veal by VT 33 million, coconut oil by VT 7
million, root crops by VT 2 million, coffee and
vanilla by VT 1 million each over June quarter
2021.

Copra Exports (refer to tables 6.2, 6.3 and 6.4)

e In June quarter 2022, the quantity of copra
exports increased by 79% from 1,192 tonnes in
the previous quarter to 2,131 tonnes, however it
decreased by 59% over June quarter of 2021.

o In value terms, copra exports increased by 72%
or VT 119 million over the previous quarter
from VT 116 million to VT 285 million but
decreased by VT 23% over June quarter of
2021.

e Copra export receipts constituted less than 12%
share of the total domestic exports in value for
June quarter 2022.

e The average export price of copra decreased by
4% over the previous quarter but it increased by
86% over the corresponding quarter in 2021.

However it increased by 19% when compare to
June quarter 2022 over June quarter 2021.

by 39% over the previous quarter but it decreased
by 30% in June quarter of 2022.

The share of commodities to main countries of
export destination include the following; Other MSG
countriesat 10%, Australia at 9%, New Caledonia at
5%, New Zealand at 3%, European community and
South Korea at less than 1% each. Other Countries
accounted for 73% share of the main exports
destination. The top five members of the other
countries include China, Kiribati, Malaysia, the
United States of America and Bangladesh.

Imports for Home Consumption (refer to Tables
6.6 and 6.8) — Domestic Demand

e Imports for home consumption increased in
value by 35% or VT 2,621 million from VT
7,564 million in June quarter 2021 to VT 10,185
million in June quarter of 2022.

The groups of imported goods which contributed
to this increase were: Mineral fuels with VT
2,150 million, Machines & Transport Equipment
at 29%, Basic Manufactured Products at 18%,
Chemical Products at 13%, Miscellaneous
Manufactured Goods at 8%, Beverages &
Tabcco at 6% and Oils, Fats & Waxes at 2%.

e In terms of share of commodity groups to total
imports receipts, Mineral fuels recorded the the
largest share of 29%, followed by Machines
& Transport Equipment at 27%, Food & Live
Animals at 14%, , Basic Manufactured Products
at 13%, Miscellaneous Manufactured Goods and
Chemical Products at 7% each, Beverages &
Tobacco at 3%, Crude Materials at 1%, Oils,
Fats & Waxes and Goods not classify elsewhere
at less than 1% of the total imports for home
consumption.

e The total value of the selected ten major
imported items increased by 84% or VT 1,697
million from VT 2,014 million in the
corresponding quarter of 2021 to VT 3,711
million in June quarter 2022.

e The commodities that increased were: Distillate
fuels (ADO) by VT 1,256 million, Motor spirit
by VT 188 million, Cement by VT 174 million,
Jet fuel and aviation kerosene by VT 111
million, Pharmaceutical products by VT 105
million of the total value of the selected ten
major imported items over June quarter of
2021.



In terms of the share in value of the selected ten
major imports receipts; Distillate fuels recorded
the largest share at 62%, followed by motor
spirit at 12%, cement at 7%, pharmaceutical
products at 6%, rice at 5% Jet fuels and aviation
kerosene at 4%, cigarettes and tobacco at 3%,
wheat flour and motor vehicles transport at 1%
each.

At national level the expenditure groups that
contributed to the increase over the same quarter
of last year were: Drinks and Tobacco (+6.6%),
Food (+5.2%), Miscellaneous (+4.0%), Housing
Utilities (+3.2%), Education (+2.7%), Transport
(+2.0%), Health (+0.8%), Recreation (+0.3%),
Communication (+0.2%). The increase in these
expenditure groups were driven by the increase
in price movements of cigarettes, root crops,
fruits and vegetables, Personal accessories and
toiletries, electricity and water supply charges,
school fees, petroleum and diesel, prescription
drugs, sports membership fees, and mobile
phones.
